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Aims and Objectives
Co-operatives North East (CNE) promotes, builds and represents co-operatives in North East England. It aims to ensure that co-operatives become embedded within the mainstream economy of the North East and are recognised and valued for their principles, ethical values, democracy and social purpose as well as their diversity.
CNE’s  objectives include: providing access to co-operative model structures, providing online information, news and opportunities, access to and delivery of co-operative related training, periodic meetings and events to engage and raise the profile of co-operatives, an electronic mediation and advice service for co-operatives, research and pro-active development of new co-operative projects, links with other regional co-operative councils, co-operative development bodies, Co-operatives UK and the Co-operative Group and visits to co-operatives to learn how and why they succeed and to replicate successful ideas.
There are 204 registered co-operatives in the North East, employing over 5000 people, with a combined turnover of over £970 m.
